He is the recipient of two national journalist 

awards and was named National Endowment for the Humanities Chair at the University of San Francisco for his work in technology 

and ethics. During the 1980s, Batstone founded a non-governmental agency dedicated to economic development. And yes, Bruce 

Willis does have a striking resemblance to Dave.
