Experience and Freshman
Convocation, two new projects to
assist students transitioning from
high school to the university
community where they will
encounter new social experiences
and intellectual expectations that
are more rigorous.

FGCU gave freshmen a copy
of James McBride’s The Color of
Water (www.jamesmcbride.com)
during Eagle View Orientation
as a summer reading project,
along with two assignments.
FGCU selected the autobiography
for its themes of education,

religion and cultural diversity.
The book provided the foundation
for two courses that all freshmen
are taking this semester.

During FGCU’s  first
Freshman Convocation Sept. 14,
900 freshmen, their parents and
faculty were treated to a lecture
by the author and a performance
by his jazz band. The next day,
FGCU provided students an
open question and answer forum
with McBride.

“We want our students to
engage in a thoughtful and
conscious learning process as
they progress through their studies
at the University, and McBride’s

raduating seniors in the Florida
G Gulf Coast University College of

Business achieved a score that
ranked them in the top 15 percent on a
national business exam administered by
the Educational Testing Service, or ETS,
in Princeton, N.J.

FGCU'’s business seniors achieved a
composite score that ranked them above
the 85th percentile on the exam in
2003, which compares students’ busi-
ness knowledge across a national bench-
mark of 388 business schools.

The national benchmark pool
includes schools that range from smaller

business programs like the
University of Northern
Colorado to larger schools
such as the University of
Nebraska and the
University of Tennessee-
Knoxville.

“Our  College of
Business recently moved
into the top 25 percent
ranking among U.S. busi-
ness schools with accredita-
tion by AACSB
International. This ETS score is a fur-
ther affirmation of the quality of our

faculty and the quality of
our students,” dean of the
College of Business Dick
Pegnetter said.

“The academic strength
of our undergraduate and
graduate programs has
moved quickly to add value
to the Southwest Florida
economy.”

Enrollment in the
FGCU College of Business
is over 1,400 students, rep-

resenting one-third of declared majors at
the University.

“Mars Watch 2003” draws
scores to Egan Ohservatory

earth, Neanderthals and Homo Sapiens

wandered the planet. Whether or not they
recognized the unusual red light in the night sky
is hard to say, but there is no missing the bright
red glow of Mars’ nearness in the night sky. If
they had known that they were witnessing a
remarkable celestial event that would not be seen
again for 60,000 years, they may have celebrated
their lucky timing.

Florida Gulf Coast University invited the
public to “Mars Watch 2003” at the Evelyn L.
Egan Observatory to experience this once-in-a-
lifetime Martian encounter Aug. 29 and 30.

Everyone received the opportunity to view a
close-up of the planet’s surface through the
observatory’s powerful, research-grade Ritchey-
Chrétien telescope — a smaller version of NASAs
Hubble Space telescope with unrivaled capabili-
ties to produce high resolution pictures of the
planet.

Humans will only have to wait another 284
years for Mars to make a repeat performance
after the August viewing, when the red planet
came within 34,646,418 miles of earth, com-
pared to its usual 93,000,000-mile distance.

“It’s like having a front row seat to the celes-
tial close encounter of our times,” assistant pro-

T he last time Mars brushed shoulders with

fessor of astronomy Michael Fauerbach.

Presentations about the Mars exploration
rover scheduled to land on the planet in January
were also given and live images from the Ritchey-
Chrétien were displayed on television screens for
all to see. Three outdoor telescopes were available
for viewing.

In addition, the event hosted video pro-
grams about Mars and assisted viewers with
identifying other celestial objects.

board, which is responsible for reviewing and selecting arti-
cles for publication. The board is mostly composed of indi-
viduals from major national law firms and international
CPA organizations. THE TAX ADVISER reaches 28,000
CPAs and other tax professionals every month

In addition, the AICPA selected Thompson to help
write the tax section of the Uniform CPA exam. The AICPA
administers the national exam to more than 100,000 indi-
viduals annually who seek to become qualified to practice as
Certified Public Accountants.

“Each year selected individuals across the United States
are asked to submit questions in their area of expertise. |
was one of those individuals to prepare questions in taxa-
tion,” Thompson said. “We are given a video and writers
workbook from the AICPA’s Writer’s Workshop. | would
imagine that our questions are scrutinized by the examina-
tion team as well as the Board of Examiners for consistency
and accuracy and application to the law. In addition, we
write more questions than are selected by the BOE. In this
manner, no one person would know entirely what is on the
examination.”

Dean of the College of Business Richard Pegnetter
described the invitations as “powerful testaments to the out-
standing reputation and strength Professor Thompson has
brought to our department of accounting.

“He is nationally-known as a tax expert and is one of
our most widely published scholars. THE TAX ADVISER
and American Institute of CPAs could not have made a bet-
ter choice. These honors represent major national recogni-
tion for Professor Thompson and Florida Gulf Coast
University.”

Coast University with a $50,000 gift
and a pledge of $50,000 more within five
years. The total gift is eligible for a 50%
match by the State of Florida Major Gift
Trust Fund, which will increase the fund
to $150,000.

set of centralized authority.

The collaboration process changes
the concept of focusing on offenders to
address how crime affects victims and
communities.

The forum’s goals are to identify the
continuum of care and services for the
Twentieth Judicial Circuit including a
needs assessment and prevention to
aftercare, create a community action
plan for juvenile justice in the circuit,
incorporate a community justice philos-
ophy, and identify alternate resources for
Services.

New teleconferencing technology expands
course offerings in Gharlotte County

Gulf Coast University Charlotte Center are able to
participate in classes broadcast live from the FGCU
Fort Myers campus without leaving home.

Newly available teleconference technology is making it
possible for students to meet in a classroom at the FGCU
Charlotte Center, located in the Charlotte County Cultural
Center, and fully participate in a for-credit class concurrently
in session on the FGCU campus in Fort Myers.

The technology provides for complete two-way audio
and video. Two cameras — one in the FGCU Fort Myers
classroom and a second one at the FGCU Charlotte Center
— link faculty and students at both sites for dialogue and
visual contact.

“The use of this and other technologies will bring
special kinds of progress to Charlotte County from
FGCU,” executive director Robert L. Burns said.

“Teleconferencing, online courses and traditional
instruction in the classroom all will be used to bring the
University to our backyard. We look forward to tailoring
both our educational services and our delivery methods to
bring quality education to Charlotte. We will do whatever
it takes to reach that goal.”

F or the first time this fall, students at the Florida

Every classroom in the FGCU Charlotte Center is
equipped with the new teleconferencing technology, opening
a wealth of classes to students who live and work in
Charlotte County but find it difficult or sometimes
impossible to travel one or more times a week to Fort
Myers.

Traditional on-site classes and those offered via new
media such as online, are also available. More upper
division and graduate teleconference classes are being
planned for the spring.

“FGCU in Charlotte will concentrate on upper division
(junior and senior) and graduate classes so as to avoid
duplicating the mission of Edison Community College,”
Burns said.

“It would be foolish to waste public funds by competing
with another state campus right here at home.”

The technical staff of the Cultural Center and DayStar
Communications helped to ready the Cultural Center
building for the new wireless technology.

Teleconference courses are part of FGCU’s compre-
hensive distance learning strategic plan to increase access to
higher education in and beyond Southwest Florida.

hard work by faculty, students, and staff

in implementing the strong environ-
mental mission upon which FGCU was
founded,” Fitch said.

“Winning in the Promising
Practices category recognizes not only
the major work that the University has
already accomplished; it also indicates
that much remains to be done in inte-
grating sustainability into FGCU's prac-
tices and policies.”

An independent panel makes the
award recommendations. Fitch nomi-
nated FGCU in March as a board mem-
ber of the Council for Sustainable
Florida.

principal investigator.

She said the behaviors of 141 indi-
viduals with dementia, ages 65-102,
were closely examined after recreation-
al interventions such as cooking, music
and art, and less common activities
such as wheelchair biking, air-mat
therapy and Somatron therapy, were
used for calming agitated individuals
or alerting passive individuals.

Participants received two weeks of
individualized recreational therapy
services, using about 75 different inter-
ventions. Caregivers assessed partici-
pants before and after the intervention
period  for  data  collection.
Physiological effects were calculated
three times.

Additional findings indicate that
behaviors cannot be pinned down sole-
ly as agitated or passive, which has
important implications for medica-
tions used to treat agitation.

Sedating medications increase pas-
sivity and lower cognitive, social and
physical stimulation, indicating that
the use of psychoactive medications for
behavior management might not be as
effective as believed.

Of all participants, 35 percent
received one and 24 percent received
two or more of these medications but
their behavior problems continued.

The announcement of the find-
ings launched the new Center for
Positive Aging, which relocated to the
FGCU Charlotte Center last month.

“I am very proud of the work of
Center director Dr. Linda Buettner,
whose research has garnered local, state
and federal funding support for its
important work,” President William
C. Merwin said.

“We are especially grateful to State
Representative Carole Green for her
untiring support in securing state
funding for the Center’s work.”
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Housing is more than just a pretty face
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hile the physical attraction of
WFGCU’S lakefront apartment-

style residences is often the
deciding factor for prospective students,
housing offers far more than just an
attractive facade.

“I want to direct a residential program
that optimizes student learning and
development,” FGCU’ new housing
director Pamela Schreiber said. Her
tenure began July 1, and Schreiber, with
a doctorate in adult education from the
University of Georgia, is already working
her plan.

Armed with a dedicated workforce
of 30 residential assistants, three resident
directors, an associate and an assistant
director of housing, Schreiber focuses on
the education function of campus housing.

An experienced resident director
and educator, Schreiber notes that
beyond being a successful service and a
good business, campus housing is a living
laboratory where students can learn
much about life and living in a community.

With 1,400 students in FGCU'’s
North Lake Village, Schreiber sees an
excellent opportunity to build a real
connection between housing and academics.
She wants to work more closely with faculty
to bring residential living in full support
of academics. She would like to see faculty
use housing experiences as they structure
lessons and plan assignments.

Housing and academics have already
developed  significant  relationships.
Supplemental Instruction, an academic
success and retention program, conducts
study sessions in the residential

Commons area. Special
interest  housing is
developing. One of the
new residential buildings
is designated for the
Honors program and the
Learning  Academy, a
cohort of freshman students
who live in the same
residence hall and take
their classes together.
Research shows that
the learning community
environment  provides
strong support for better
academic performance.
Honors Hall students
pledge to maintain an
environment conducive
to study and intellectual
pursuits. Similarly, students
in Wellness Hall sign a
pledge to lead a life
consistent with physical
and spiritual wellness.
Schreiber says that
special interest housing is
designed to attract broad
groups of students, while

maintaining  cultural,
racial and economic
diversity.

The residential staff puts forth
considerable efforts in supporting students
academically. Resident assistants plan
and schedule student workshops in study
skills, time management, networking and
life skills such as health and wellness,
conflict resolution, issues of cultural and

religious differences. Students also learn
how to cope in an academic setting.
Schreiber believes that a strong
housing program helps to create high
academic performance among campus
dwellers.
“A good housing program can

The competition began with a Celebrity

included a mix of sports writers from the
Newspress and Naples Daily News.

Quality and Access for Florida’'s Public Universities

universities launched a campaign
urging the state Legislature to
adequately fund higher education.

The “Quality and Access for
Florida’s Public Universities” campaign
was launched Monday, October 13 at a
news conference in  Tallahassee.
President William C. Merwin was
joined by John Hitt, president of the
University of Central Florida and chair-
man of the State University Presidents
Association; Fred Gainous, president of
Florida A&M University; and T.K.
Wetherell, president of Florida State
University.

The mission of the campaign is to
educate the public and state legislators to
the value of high quality public universities
and the serious consequences to the
state’s future of failing to adequately
fund them.

More than 16,400 students are

“Because  of
budget cuts
and inadequate
funding,
Florida’s uni-
versities may
be forced to
limit the num-
President William C. Merwin  her of students
seeking a college education. Students
who are admitted will be offered fewer
courses and larger class sizes,” says
Merwin.

Last spring the Legislature cut uni-
versities funding by $40 million and
provided no funds for enroliment
growth, a particularly troublesome situa-
tion for young FGCU whose original
mandate from the state was to grow and

relieve enrollment pressures from older
state universities.

Additionally, FGCU was established
to help increase the production of bach-
elor’s degrees in the state. Florida ranks
42nd in bachelor’s degrees awarded and
32nd in graduate degrees. Yet Florida is
the nation’s fourth largest state.

“FGCU has met the challenge and
in the past three years, has increased its
FTE Full-Time Equivalent enrollment
by 23%, 24% and 13 %. Currently
FGCU is funded at 2,641 FTE, 698
FTE less than the projected enrollment
of 3,339 FTE,” says Merwin.

A strong university system stimu-
lates the economy and improves the
quality of life. Educated citizens earn
more, lead healthier lives, and their chil-
dren are more likely to perform well in
school and become college graduates.

For every state taxpayer dollar
invested, state universities yield a return

to the Florida economy of $9.72,
according to the study prepared for the
Florida Leadership Board for Applied
Research and Public Service.

Audrea Anderson, FGCU's associate
vice president for Community Relations
and Marketing, joined forces with media
professionals at the other ten state
universities to develop and promote the
statewide grassroots campaign:

“In addition to university presi-
dents, we are using local volunteers to
help inform the public through grass-
roots efforts including speeches to
local chambers and other civic groups,
meetings with editorial boards, and
public service ads.
