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TRAVEL REMINDERS

If you are planning to travel outside of the U.S., and
will subsequently return to the University to continue
your studies or OPT, please come by our office at least
1-2 weeks prior to your departure to have your [-20 or
DS-2019 endorsed for travel. Also, make sure to check
your visa for the expiration date.

If your visa is expired, you will need to apply for a visa
renewal in order to re-enter the U.S. We can assist you
with this matter and ask that you come by our office.
Also if you are traveling to a country other than your
own, confirm if you need a visa to enter that country
and make arrangements prior to travel.

After re-entry in the U.S., please make sure to stop by
our office and bring your passport; Visa; recent 1-94 card
and the 1-20/DS-2019 form so that we can make copies
for our records.
