NEH Fellowships and Faculty Research Awards support individuals pursuing advanced research 

in the humanities that contributes to scholarly knowledge or to the general public`s 

understanding of the humanities. Recipients usually produce scholarly articles, monographs on 

specialized subjects, books on broad topics, archaeological site reports, translations, editions, or 

other scholarly tools.  

 

Fellowships support full-time work on a humanities project for a period of six to twelve months. 

Applicants may be faculty or staff members of colleges, universities, or primary or secondary 

schools, or they may be independent scholars or writers.  

 

U.S. citizens are eligible to apply. Foreign nationals who have been living in the United States or 

its jurisdictions for at least the three years prior to the application deadline are also eligible. 

Applicants do not need to have advanced degrees. However, individuals currently enrolled in a 

degree- granting program are ineligible to apply.  

 

The award period must be continuous, and award recipients must work full time on their 

projects. Teaching assignments or other major activities may not be undertaken during the 

fellowship period. In exceptional circumstances, NEH may permit part-time awards. Such 

circumstances might include unusual institutional administrative duties that cannot be 

relinquished or hardships unforeseen at the application deadline. Teaching is not considered an 

exceptional circumstance.  

 

Fellowships and Faculty Research Awards cover periods lasting from six to twelve months at a 

stipend of $4,200 per month. The maximum stipend is $50,400 for a twelve-month tenure period. 

Applicants should request tenure periods that suit their schedules and the needs of their projects. 

A request for a shorter tenure period will not improve one`s chances of receiving an award.  

The earliest that recipients may begin tenure is January 1, 2009, and the latest date is July 1,

Foundation`s (NSF) Computer and Information Science and Engineering (CISE) and Education

It is expected that the educational activities and 

interventions that are the subject of proposals will have demonstrated successful outcomes, but 

not necessarily with methods that meet the rigor of an experimental or quasi-experimental 

design. Less rigorous methodologies, such as pre- and post-tests and descriptive or attitudinal 

studies, were appropriate for use in generating the hypotheses that will now be tested on a larger 

scale, using more rigorous methodologies and reducing or eliminating biases that are common in

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smaller, anecdotal studies. FIPSE is particularly interested in proposals for projects that can be 

expanded, scaled up, and evaluated rigorously to achieve one or more of the following goals:  

 

 To encourage higher levels of access, persistence, and completion of graduation 

requirements for higher education students.  

 To align curriculum on a State or multi-state level between high schools and colleges, 

and between two-year and four-year postsecondary programs, to ensure continuing 

academic progress and transferability of credits.  

 To improve the mathematics and science proficiency of postsecondary students, 

including pre-service mathematics and science teachers.  

 To enable postsecondary students, including pre-service teachers, to achieve proficiency 

in or advanced proficiency or postsecondary institutions to develop programs in one or 

more critical need languages: Arabic, Chinese, Korean, Japanese, Russian, and languages 

in the Indic, Iranian, and Turkic language families. 

 

Invitational Priority 2:  Supports projects that are designed to establish, improve, or expand 

Professional Science Master`s degree programs, which combine traditional academic training 

with specialized knowledge and skills needed for work in science and technology research, 

product development, manufacturing, or related areas. Projects should include industry partners 

to ensure that education and training in the Professional Science Master`s degree program align 

with the expectations and needs of business and industry. 

 

Applications that meet these invitational priorities will not  receive a competitive or absolute 

preference over other applications.  It is anticipated that 5-7 awards ranging from $400,000 to 

$600,000 for a four-year project period.
