aquatic invasive species
Aquatic Invasive Species Research & Outreach
NOAA`s National Sea Grant College Program seeks to fund research and outreach projects addressing the introduction and spread of aquatic invasive species. The goal of the program is to discover and develop information and tools that can lead to the prevention, monitoring and control of aquatic invasive species threatening United States coastal, oceanic and Great Lakes communities, resources and ecosystems. The program seeks especially to support NOAA-relevant regional research and outreach priorities identified by the Regional Panels of the Aquatic Nuisance Species Task Force. 

Appropriate areas of research may include: biology and life history research, population dynamics, genetics, physiology, behavior, and parasites and diseases of invasive species, ecological and environmental tolerances of invasive species, impacts of invasive species at each stage of their life history on the environment, resources and human health, research into invasive species control measures (engineering, physical, chemical, biological, physicochemical, administrative and educational), and economic impact analysis of invasive species on marine and coastal resources, sport, commercial and tribal fisheries, the recreation and tourism industry, the shipping and navigation industry, and municipal and industrial water users. 

Other appropriate areas of endeavor may include: use of research results to provide a scientific basis for developing sound policy and environmental law, public education and technology transfer, research and outreach into identifying vectors of aquatic invasive species introduction, and education and outreach activities that will transfer this information to the appropriate users. 

The program priorities for this opportunity support NOAA`s mission support goal of: Ecosystems - Protect, Restore and Manage Use of Coastal and Ocean Resources through Ecosystem-Based Management. 

Depending on the 2007 funding appropriation, about $250,000 is anticipated to be available to support invasive species research and outreach projects. Federal funding will be limited to $100,000 per project. Projects may be for up to two years duration. It is anticipated that no more than five projects will be funded in 2007. 

Preproposals are due at Florida Sea Grant on AUGUST 17, 2006, by 4 p.m.; full proposals by 4 p.m. December 19, 2006. Florida Sea Grant will forward Florida submissions to the National Sea Grant Office.

biomedical engineering
Biomedical Engineering, Research to Aid Persons with Disabilities, and Biophotonics Programs (BME/RAPD)

The National Science Foundation’s (NSF) Biomedical Engineering, Research to Aid Persons with Disabilities, and Biophotonics Programs (BME/RAPD) encompass (a) the Biomedical Engineering program (BME) and (b) the Research to Aid Persons with Disabilities program (RAPD). The Biophotonics area is part of BME but is broken out separately because of its rapid growth in size and scope. 

Biomedical Engineering supports research that, often with diagnosis or treatment-related goals, applies engineering principles to problems in biology and medicine while advancing the engineering knowledge base. Integration of engineering expertise with life science principles is an essential requirement for advances in this field. The RAPD program supports the development of technologies for new and improved devices or software for persons with disabilities. 

Current areas of particular interest in BME/RAPD are biomedical photonics; novel tissue characterization schemes; new cellular and tissue engineering concepts; the innovative integration of multi-disciplinary technologies for new imaging and biosensing systems; and Point-of-Care technologies related to chronic illness, persons with disabilities, and the aging. Support is provided through submission of proposals as well as through special initiatives. 

In addition to investigator-initiated projects, BME/RAPD also supports Undergraduate Design Projects. Proposals requesting support for undergraduate student engineers or engineering technology students to provide prototype "custom designed" devices and software to aid persons with disabilities are welcome. The primary goal of this thrust is to provide a meaningful design experience for the engineering student that will directly aid a specific disabled individual. The expectation is that this "real world" experience will give engineering students a sense of purpose and pride, help engineering schools serve the community, attract new students into engineering, and raise student interest in graduate education. 

It is expected that $3 million will be available annually for this competition, subject to the availability of funds. 

· Research Awards: Typically 3 years. Mix of standard and continuing. $80,000 to $110,000 total budget (including indirect cost) per research award annually for BME/RAPD; up to $200,000 total budget (including indirect cost) annually for Biophotonics. 

· Undergraduate Design Projects: Typically 5 years. Continuing. $2,000 to $25,000 per design project award annually.

Research proposals will be accepted between August 15, 2006, and SEPTEMBER 15, 2006, and February 1, 2007, and MARCH 1, 2007. There are no deadlines for Undergraduate Design Project proposals.

New Perspectives on Chinese Culture and Society

The American Council of Learned Societies in cooperation with the Chiang Ching-kuo Foundation for Scholarly Exchange announces a program of support for conferences and publications on New Perspectives on Chinese Culture and Society. 

The Program will award funds in support of planning meetings, workshops, and/or conferences leading to publication of scholarly volumes. This program is intended to support projects in the humanities and related social sciences that bridge disciplinary or geographic boundaries, engage new kinds of information, develop fresh approaches to traditional materials and issues, or otherwise bring innovative perspectives to the study of Chinese culture and society. Proposals are expected to be empirically grounded, theoretically informed, and methodologically explicit. The Program especially encourages proposals concerning pre-modern China. 

The program will support collaborative work of three types: 

Conferences - Grants up to $25,000 will be offered to support formal research conferences intended to produce significant new research published in a conference volume. 

Workshops/Seminars - Grants up to $15,000 will be offered for support of workshops or seminars, designed to less formally facilitate new research on newly available or inadequately researched problems, data, or texts. 

Planning Meetings - Grants of up to $6,000 will be offered for planning meetings to organizers of the above-described types of projects.

The program aims to provide opportunities for interchange among scholars who may not otherwise have chances to work with one another. Accordingly, proposals will not be supported for activities that involve scholars primarily from one institution or that fall within an institution’s normal range of colloquia, symposia, or seminar series. In addition, the program does not normally support regularly scheduled meetings, conventions, or parts thereof. 

The principal organizer must be affiliated with a university or research institution and must hold the Ph.D. degree. There are no restrictions as to citizenship of participants or location of the project, however it is expected the scholars from academic institutions in Taiwan will participate in conferences and workshops. 

The deadline for applications for the 2006 competition is August 15, 2006.

Earth Sciences Instrumentation & Facilities

The National Science Foundation’s (NSF) Instrumentation and Facilities Program in the Division of Earth Sciences (EAR/IF) supports meritorious requests within and across Earth science disciplines. EAR/IF will consider proposals for: 

1. Acquisition or Upgrade of Research Equipment that will advance laboratory and field investigations, and student training opportunities in the Earth sciences; 

2. Development of New Instrumentation, Analytical Techniques, Software or Cyberinfrastructure that will extend current research and research training capabilities in the Earth sciences; 

3. Support of National or Regional Multi-User Facilities that will make complex and expensive instruments or systems of instruments broadly available to the Earth sciences research and student communities; 

4. Support of Research Technicians who will provide for optimal and efficient operation of advanced instrumentation, analytical protocol development, and user training for Earth science research instrumentation.

Approximately $7,000,000 annually for 35-45 new awards. 

The next target dates for submitting EAR/IF proposals is SEPTEMBER 14, 2006, and March 15, 2007 (the second Thursday in September and the third Thursday in March, annually thereafter).

International Research Collaboration - Behavioral, Social Sciences (FIRCA-BSS)

The Fogarty International Research Collaboration- Behavioral, Social Sciences Research Award (FIRCA- BSS) facilitates collaborative behavioral and social science research between scientists supported by the National Institutes of Health (NIH) and investigators in developing countries. For purposes of this initiative, the term “behavioral” refers to overt actions; to underlying psychological process such as cognition, emotion, temperament, motivation; and to biobehavioral interactions. The term “social” encompasses sociocultural, socioeconomic, and sociodemographic status; to biosocial interactions; and to the various levels of social context from small groups to complex cultural systems and societal influences. 

The core areas of behavioral and social sciences research are those that have a major and explicit focus on the understanding of behavioral or social processes, or on the use of these processes to predict or influence health outcomes or health risk factors. These core areas of research are divided into basic (or fundamental) research and clinical research. 

Special consideration will be given to proposed research that addresses significant global health problems, particularly those of high relevance to the foreign country or region. Special consideration may also be given to research that makes use of unique or special resources, circumstances, or environment of the foreign site. 

Eligible principal investigators must either: (a) have current, eligible NIH-funded research and collaborate with a colleague from a laboratory or research site in an eligible developing country; or (b) formerly have been a Foreign Collaborator on a FIRCA awarded within the past seven years. The foreign collaborator/foreign P.I. must hold a position in an eligible country at an eligible public or private non-profit institution that will allow him/her adequate time and provide appropriate facilities to conduct the proposed research. Only one FIRCA application may be submitted by the same investigator or involve the same collaborator per review cycle. 

This funding opportunity will use the NIH R03 award mechanism. Funding at a direct cost of $100,000 over three years to help cover the purchase of supplies, equipment and for technical assistance, at the foreign site, limited salary support or consultant fee for the Foreign Collaborator (whether submitting as PI or participating as Co- Investigator), as well as travel for the NIH-funded and Foreign Collaborator, and their research associates, as justified by the needs of the collaborative research. 
Proposal deadline is September 21, 2006.

International Research Collaboration - Basic Biomedical (FIRCA-BB)

The Fogarty “International Research Collaboration- Basic Biomedical” Sciences Research Award (FIRCA-BB) facilitates collaborative basic biomedical research between scientists supported by the National Institutes of Health (NIH) and investigators in developing countries. An important role of the FIC is to foster discovery and reduce global health disparities through the support of international research cooperation across the continuum of basic, clinical and applied biomedical, social and behavioral health sciences. This Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA) contributes to the FIC mission, and the broad NIH initiative to reduce health disparities among nations, by strengthening research infrastructure in developing countries, particularly those with the least economic resources. 

The main objectives of the FIRCA program are to: (1) support collaborative research efforts between NIH- funded scientists and developing country scientists (referred to as the “Foreign Collaborator”) on research of high scientific merit, relevant to global health and of mutual interest and benefit; and (2) help build research capabilities and foster further sustained and productive research and research collaborations at the foreign site. The opportunity to collaborate internationally provides a means of access to new information and perspectives, innovative concepts and methods, emerging research technologies, and unique populations and environments important for addressing global health problems. The FIRCA will extend and enhance the research interests of both the NIH-funded scientist and the collaborating developing country scientist and will help build the research and research capabilities of the developing country investigator and institution. All non-AIDS- related biomedical research topics that are supported by the NIH including basic, clinical and applied research that does not involve behavior or social science topics and techniques, are eligible for inclusion under the FIRCA-BB program. 

Eligible Principal Investigators (PIs) must either: (a) have current, eligible NIH-funded research and collaborate with a colleague from a laboratory or research site in an eligible developing country; or (b) currently be or formerly have been a Foreign Collaborator on a FIRCA awarded within the past seven years. The foreign collaborator/foreign P.I. must hold a position in an eligible country at an eligible public or private non-profit institution that will allow him/her adequate time and provide appropriate facilities to conduct the proposed research. The parent grant may come from any NIH institute or center whether or not the IC is listed as participating in this PAR. It must have a minimum of 12 months of funding, which may include a no-cost extension, remaining at the time of the FIRCA application deadline to be eligible as the parent grant for the FIRCA application. Only one FIRCA application may be submitted by the same Principal Investigator, or involve the same foreign collaborator as Co-investigator, per review cycle. 

This funding opportunity will use the NIH R03 award mechanism. Funding at a direct cost of $100,000 is available for the three year project period. Allowable costs include the purchase of supplies, equipment, and technical assistance for the foreign site, limited salary support or consultant fee for the Foreign Collaborator (whether submitting as PI or participating as Co-Investigator), as well as travel for the NIH-funded and Foreign Collaborators and their research associates, as justified by the needs of the collaborative research.

Frontiers in Integrative Biological Research (FIBR) 
The Frontiers in Integrative Biological Research (FIBR) Program supports integrative research that addresses major questions in the biological sciences. FIBR encourages investigators to identify major under-studied or unanswered questions in biology and to use innovative approaches to address them by integrating the scientific concepts and research tools from across disciplines including biology, math and the physical sciences, engineering, social sciences and the information sciences. Proposers are encouraged to focus on the biological significance of the question, to describe the integrative approaches, and to develop a research plan that is not limited by conceptual, disciplinary, or organizational boundaries. Particularly encouraged are the inclusion of young scientists trained in an interdisciplinary environment or in non-biological disciplines, and partnerships with underrepresented minority serving and primarily undergraduate institutions and community colleges.

PIs, Co-PIs and Senior Personnel may be involved with only one full proposal in the same year.

U.S. Science Support Program Associated with the Integrated Ocean Drilling Program   (USSSP-IODP) 
The Integrated Ocean Drilling Program (IODP) is an international program of basic research in the marine geosciences, supported by the National Science Foundation (NSF) and several international partners.  IODP builds on a rich legacy of scientific ocean drilling pioneered by NSF in the 1960's with the Deep Sea Drilling Project (DSDP), which provided a test of the plate tectonic hypothesis and a basic reconnaissance of deep sea sediments and crustal rocks.   This was followed in 1985 by the Ocean Drilling Program (ODP) is focused on examination of Earth, ocean and climate processes.  For ODP, Joint Oceanographic Institutions, Inc. (JOI), provided and facilitated various elements of support enabling the U.S. scientific community's participation in ODP.  This, along with additional support elements directly provided by NSF to the U.S. community, through funding of unsolicited proposals, fostered U.S. leadership in ODP as well as in the broader international geoscience community.
This solicitation seeks the services of a qualified provider to facilitate and enhance the participation of the U.S. scientific community in all aspects of the IODP.  The initial period of the award, to be administered as a Cooperative Agreement, is intended to cover the full period of IODP beginning on March 1, 2007 through September 30, 2013.  IODP is an expanded program of scientific ocean drilling based on "Earth, Oceans and Life: Scientific Investigations of the Earth System Using Multiple Drilling Platforms and new Technologies; Integrated Ocean Drilling Program Initial Science Plan, 2003 - 2013" (http://www.iodp.org/isp.html).

Leadership-Class System Acquisition - Creating a Petascale Computing Environment for Science and Engineering   
NSF’s goal for high performance computing (HPC) in the period 2006-2011 is to enable petascale science and engineering through the deployment and support of a world-class HPC environment comprising the most capable combination of HPC assets available to the academic community. The petascale HPC environment will enable investigations of computationally challenging problems that require computing systems capable of delivering sustained performance approaching 1015 floating point operations per second (petaflops) on real applications, that consume large amounts of memory, and/or that work with very large data sets. Among other things, researchers will be able to perform simulations that are intrinsically multi-scale or that involve the simultaneous interaction of multiple processes.

HPC Resource Providers - those organizations willing to acquire, deploy and operate HPC systems in service to the broad science and engineering research and education community - play a key role in the provision and support of a national HPC environment. With this solicitation, NSF requests proposals from organizations, or groups of organizations, willing to serve as a petascale HPC Resource Provider, and who propose to acquire and deploy a new, state-of-the-art, petascale HPC system.
A competitive, petascale HPC system will:

· Enable researchers to work on a range of computationally-challenging science and engineering applications at the frontiers of research; 

· Incorporate reliable, robust system software essential to optimal sustained performance; 

· Provide a high degree of stability and usability; and, 

· Function as a community-driven resource that actively engages the research and education communities in petascale science and engineering. 

A robust and effective HPC acquisition process, driven by the requirements of the science and engineering research and education community, is one of the key elements of NSF’s HPC strategy. Accordingly, the desired capabilities of the system to be acquired are defined in terms of performance on model problems.

Foundation for Physical Therapy grants

The Foundation for Physical Therapy, like the physical therapy profession, is dedicated to the goal of improving the quality and delivery of patient care. The Foundation accomplishes this by providing support to emerging investigators to promote scientifically based and clinically relevant research related to the effectiveness of physical therapist practice. 

The Foundation supports only those intervention studies in which the interventions are provided by physical therapists, or selected components of the interventions are provided by physical therapist assistants under the direction and supervision of physical therapists. 

The maximum grant amount is $40,000 per year (salary, fringe benefits, and direct expenses only). No overhead is allowed. 

The Foundation currently has three research grant programs. They are: 

Pittsburgh-Marquette Challenge Grant 

One grant is awarded each year for research in: 

· Evaluating the effectiveness of physical therapist interventions 

Charles M. Magistro Grant 

Up to two grants may be awarded each year for research in: 

· Evaluating the effectiveness of interventions most commonly delivered by physical therapists as determined by current practice patterns 

· Developing innovative physical therapist interventions and evaluating their effectiveness 

· Preferred consideration will be given to Magistro applications that examine not only the therapeutic effectiveness of interventions, but their cost effectiveness. 

Pediatric Research Grant 

One grant will be funded in 2007 for research in: 

· One or more of the elements in the physical therapy patient/client management for children with developmental disabilities 

· Priority will be placed on projects that examine the effectiveness of physical therapy interventions 

The Principal Investigator must be a licensed physical therapist in the U.S. or must have met all the requirements for licensure in a U.S. jurisdiction, including having received a passing score on the licensure exam and must be a U.S. citizen or permanent resident of the United States of America. 

The deadline for receipt of proposals is August 15, 2006.
