The Federal government will soon require all grants to be submitted through Grants.gov. ORSP has completed the credential process and is accustomed to using Grants.gov on a regular basis. For your convenience, the Grants.gov instructions are located on the marlin_share drive/Research and Sp Prog/Grants.gov.  The Grants.gov icon is shown next to this month’s Funding Announcements that require this submission process.

If you wish to apply for a grant, ORSP will send you the instruction manual and the downloaded application forms with the institutional information already entered. Please contact Beth Rieger at brieger@fgcu.edu to assist you in setting up your budget and completing your proposal/application package.  If ORSP has assisted you with creating our Internal Budget, we will enter the budget information into the sponsor’s budget form for you and provide you with a copy to assist you in preparing the budget justification.  

ORSP needs to receive your completed proposal package three business days before the submission deadline. We ensure all the required forms are attached and that your proposal is compliant with the specifications outlined in the RFP/RFA. Remember that additional forms, releases, and contracts may be required so make sure you allow enough time for these documents to be prepared.  If ORSP receives the completed proposal with less than the two business days’ lead time, we cannot guarantee that the proposal will be submitted.

Cultural Anthropology Scholars Awards - Methodological Training for Cultural Anthropologists

The National Science Foundation (NSF) announces an opportunity for methodological training by cultural anthropologists who are active researchers. The purpose is to help cultural anthropologists upgrade their methodological skills by learning a specific analytical technique which will improve their research abilities. For example, support may be requested to learn new methods of cross-cultural research, demography, remote sensing and GIS, ecological field survey, linguistics, etc. Support may be requested to learn any methodological skill that is necessary to advance the scholar’s research agenda, as justified in the proposal with reference to published results from prior work. 
Awards will be for up to 12 months and for a maximum of $50,000. Budgets may include direct costs of either summer salary or one or more semesters of full-time academic year release time, per diem, travel, equipment, supplies and other costs of training, and applicable indirect costs. 
Upcoming application deadlines are AUGUST 16, 2007, and January 16, 2008.

Florida Division of Cultural Affairs Challenge Grants

The Florida Division of Cultural Affairs (FLDCA) is seeking applications for its Challenge Grant Program. This program seeks to provide matching grants to cultural institutions or groups of institutions that demonstrate regional or statewide impact. 
The Challenge Grant Program is intended to support significant projects designed as a new initiative, or a program of an innovative or unique nature. Proposals will be expected to describe a new initiative, a one-of-a-kind project, a technological direction, or an unusual enterprise or endeavor that represents a departure from the ordinary programming of the organization. This program is not designed to support general operations or other continuation programming. 
Applications must be for projects which will occur between July 1, 2008 and June 30, 2009. The minimum award is $10,000 and the maximum award is $250,000. Match requirements vary from 1:1 to 3:1 according to the funding category level. 

The next deadline to apply to the Challenge Grant Program is September 6, 2007.

Research on Autism and Autism Spectrum Disorders 
The purpose of this funding opportunity announcement (FOA)is to encourage grant applications for the support of research designed to elucidate the diagnosis, epidemiology, etiology, genetics, treatment, and optimal means of service delivery in relation to Autistic Disorder (autism) and autism spectrum disorders (Rett’s Disorder, Childhood Disintegrative Disorder, Asperger’s Disorder, Pervasive Developmental Disorder-Not Otherwise Specified, or Atypical Autism). 

These disorders share a cluster of impairments in reciprocal social interaction and communication and/or the presence of stereotyped behavior, interests, and activities. These complex disorders are usually of lifelong duration and affect multiple aspects of development, learning, and adaptation in the community, and thus represent a pressing public health need. The etiologies of these disorders are poorly understood, but are thought to include genetic, metabolic, immunologic, or infectious or other environmental influences. 

Clinical research involving these disorders requires well-integrated, multi-disciplinary, methodologically-rigorous scientific approaches and access to a sufficient number of well-characterized patients with these disorders. Basic research into the pathophysiology of autism and autism spectrum disorders, including research on brain mechanisms and genetics, is of special interest. Also of high priority are clinical and applied investigations that may lead to the development of diagnostic research instruments, treatments, and intervention strategies. Specific areas of interest thus include epidemiology, early identification and diagnosis, genetic studies, brain mechanisms, communication skills, cognitive neuroscience, psychosocial (behavioral) interventions, pharmacological and other biological interventions, and support and rehabilitative services across the life-span, including adulthood and the transition to adulthood. 

This PA will use the NIH research project grant (R01), small grant (R03), and exploratory/developmental grant (R21) award mechanisms. The Small Grant (R03) provides 2 years of funding with a maximum of $50,000 direct costs for each year. The Exploratory/ Developmental Grant (R21) provides 2 years of funding with a maximum of $275,000 direct costs over the entire budget period; with no 1 year exceeding $200,000.

Collaborative Studies on Systems Biology of Complex Phenotypes 
This Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA) is intended to encourage collaborations between scientists with expertise in applying the approaches of systems biology and scientists with expertise in the genetics of humans or model organisms to investigate the mechanisms by which complex human phenotypes are produced from information encoded in the DNA. This FOA requires a collaboration between a systems biologist and a geneticist, both of whom must be independent investigators. The collaborators may be from the same or different institutions. The collaboration must involve substantial efforts from both individuals. 

Examples of research topics for investigation may include, but are not limited to: 

· Characterization of the genetic networks operating to produce the variable manifestations of heritable conditions such as inborn errors of metabolism. 

· Integration of available GWAS data into a testable, system-level model of a complex trait. 

· Determining biological mechanisms of gene by environment interactions in complex multifactorial diseases. 

· Evaluation of models that incorporate genetic and environmental factors for refining phenotypes and subcategorization of complex diseases. 

· Development and testing of models accounting for the interaction of genotype and environment in governing phenotypic and responses to the environment. 

· The influence of genetic variation on systems level responses to pharmacological interventions or other environmental factors. 

· Integrated functioning of complex organelles, such as mitochondria, in normal and pathogenic processes. 

· Application of synthetic biology with the goal of the reconstruction and description of a complex phenotype. 

· At the systems level, how microRNAs affect expression of complex traits. 

· Using model organism genetics and “omics” applications to verify mechanism by genetic factors can alter an organism’s phenotype of susceptibility to environmental exposures. 

This Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA) will use the NIH Research Project Grant (R01) award mechanism. The National Institute of General Medical Sciences intends to commit approximately 1.6 million dollars in fiscal year 2008 to fund 3-4 applications. Because the nature and scope of the proposed research will vary from application to application, it is anticipated that the size and duration of each award will also vary.

Edward Byrne Memorial Discretionary Grants Program 


The Edward Byrne Memorial Discretionary Grants Program, administered by the Office of Justice Programs` (OJP`s) Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA), helps improve the capacity of local adult criminal justice systems and provides for national support efforts such as training and technical assistance projects to strategically address local needs. 

In FY 2007, the Edward Byrne Memorial Discretionary Grants Program will focus on funding local, regional, and national efforts within six major categories. These categories include: 

CATEGORY I: Targeting Violent Crime 

CATEGORY II: Preventing Crime and Drug Abuse 

CATEGORY III: Enhancing Local Law Enforcement 

CATEGORY IV: Enhancing Local Courts 

CATEGORY V: Enhancing Local Corrections and Offender Reentry 

CATEGORY VI: Facilitating Justice Information Sharing

Applicants may submit their proposal under any one of the categories. Applicants must clearly indicate on the front page of the program narrative which category they are applying under and which categorical priority(ies) is being addressed. Should a proposal span multiple categories, applicants should select one category which best describes the project. 

Applicants are limited to national, regional, state, or local public and private entities, including for- profit (commercial) and nonprofit organizations, faith and community-based organizations, institutions of higher education, tribal jurisdictions, and units of local government. Applicants for Category I must represent multi- jurisdictional proposals from state, local, or tribal law enforcement agencies. 

The project period for awards under this program is up to 12 months. The project start date should be on or after September 1, 2007.

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE
Wetland Program Development Grants

EPA’s Wetland Program Development Grants (WPDGs) provide the opportunity to conduct projects that promote the coordination and acceleration of research, investigations, experiments, training, demonstrations, surveys and studies relating to the causes, effects, extent, prevention, reduction and elimination of water pollution. While WPDGs can be used by recipients to build and refine any element of a comprehensive wetland program, proposals that address one or more national and/or regional priorities may increase the chances of being selected for award. Projects must occur within the states of EPA Region 4, specifically, Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina or Tennessee. Implementation of wetland protection programs is not an eligible activity under this announcement. 

The following are National Priorities: 

A. Regulation (Enhancing Wetlands Protection) 

1. Improving the Effectiveness of Compensatory Mitigation 

2. Refining the Protection of Vulnerable Wetlands and Aquatic Resources

B. Monitoring and Assessment 

3. Wetland Mapping

The Region 4 Priority for these awards is to build state, tribal, regional and local capacity through the development and refinement of their wetland programs. EPE encourages projects that support and incorporate the comprehensive approach to watershed management; that improve the understanding of isolated wetlands; that improve the understanding of intermittent and ephemeral streams; and other program capacity building efforts. 

Region 4 has also established the following additional priority: Development of Wetland Restoration Demonstrations and Studies on a Watershed Basis. These demonstrations and studies should address water quality and reducing flooding impacts, surface and groundwater pollutant loading, water quantity issues, and/or wetland recharge of groundwater use. 

EPA expects approximately $1.6M to be available under this announcement to fund approximately 3-5 cooperative agreements. Typical awards will range from $100,000-$500,000 for 1- to 3-year project durations. Non-federal matching funds of at least 25% of the total project cost are required. 
Proposals must be received by JUNE 15, 2007, 5 p.m. Eastern Time. Proposals may be submitted in hard copy or via Grants.gov.

Ecological Biology Cluster
The National Science Foundation’s (NSF) Ecological Biology Cluster supports research on natural and managed ecological systems, primarily in terrestrial, wetland and freshwater habitats. Research areas include experimental, observational, theoretical and modeling studies on the structure and function of complex associations that focus on biotic components, and the coupling of small-scale systems to each other and to large-scale systems. 

Projects are encouraged that develop conceptual and synthetic linkages among theoretical, modeling and empirical approaches; that are conducted at one or more scales of ecological or geographic organization; and that synthesize empirical and theoretical findings into new paradigms. The Ecological Biology Cluster funds research in the following areas: 

Ecology: Supports studies of community ecology and population interactions at diverse spatial and temporal scales. These include (1) dynamics and processes within particular habitats; (2) food-web structure; (3) landscape patterns and processes; (4) paleoecology; (5) biotic interactions, including mutualism, competition, predation and parasitism; (6) mechanisms of coexistence and community assembly; (7) co-evolution; and (8) chemical ecology. Ecology particularly encourages studies that reveal causal mechanisms, patterns and ecological processes or that apply to a wide range of habitats and taxa. Studies focusing on population dynamics of single species should be directed to the Population and Evolutionary Processes Cluster. 

Long-Term Research in Environmental Biology (LTREB): Focuses on evolutionary or ecological phenomena that require long-term investigation. Awards are designed to provide base funding to help maintain an on-going long-term research project in any area supported by the Division of Environmental Biology (DEB). These awards are not a source of start-up funds to initiate long-term research, nor should they be the main source of extramural support for investigators.

Inter- and multi-disciplinary proposals that fall across traditional programmatic boundaries are welcomed and encouraged. Studies focusing on the ecology of marine organisms should be directed to the Biological Oceanography Program in the Division of Ocean Sciences. Studies focusing on human disease or health are not supported.

Ecosystem Science Cluster
The National Science Foundation’s (NSF) Ecosystem Science Cluster supports research on natural, managed and disturbed ecosystems, including those in terrestrial, freshwater and wetland (including salt marsh) environments. Descriptive and manipulative approaches in field, mesocosm and laboratory settings are supported, with the expectation that the bulk of the research is question- or hypothesis-driven. Proposals are encouraged, but not necessarily required, to incorporate new or existing quantitative or conceptual models for the purpose of integration or synthesis. The Ecosystem Science Cluster funds research in the following areas: 

The Ecosystem Studies Program supports investigations of whole-system ecological processes and relationships in ecosystems across a diversity of spatial and temporal (including paleo) scales. Proposals may focus on areas such as: biogeochemistry; decomposition of organic matter; belowground nutrient cycling and energy flow; primary productivity; radiatively active gas flux; element budgets on watershed, regional, continental or global scales; relationships between diversity and ecosystem function; ecosystem services; and landscape dynamics. 

Proposals will be considered that focus on advancing ecosystem science through either the pursuit of new theoretical paradigms or novel modeling efforts. Proposals that, in whole or in part, strive to develop new techniques can be supported when a compelling argument exists that there is the potential for a major advance in ecosystem research. 

Inter- and multi-disciplinary proposals that fall across traditional programmatic boundaries are welcomed and encouraged. Proposals may focus on the cycling of non-nutrient elements, but proposals that are ecotoxicological in orientation will not be considered. Ecosystem-oriented proposals that focus on coastal marine or deep ocean habitats are reviewed by the Biological Oceanography Program in the Division of Ocean Sciences.

Full proposal target dates are JULY 9, 2007, and January 9, 2008.
