Helpful Hints for developing objectives and assessments related to the improvement of teaching and learning 

1. Be specific about what you plan to do, such as incorporating a specific teaching strategy or redesigning curricular sequence

2. Think about how you expect students to benefit from your plan

3. Determine how you will be able to assess and document the these benefits

Examples:

1. Objective: Incorporate inquiry-based labs into my….. course to help students gain deeper understanding of the core concepts.  

Assessment: Evaluate student responses to test items that focus on the core concepts 

2. Objective: Use collaborative learning groups weekly in my…..course

Assessment:  Compare student course evaluations with those from previous semesters

3. Objective: Add application projects and test items to my ……course
Assessment: Analyze student responses to determine their ability to apply basic concepts.
4. Objective: Provide opportunities for students in …. education methods course to increase their understanding of content concepts.
