Four auto burglary reports have been taken in the last few days. Resident students are reminded to secure their vehicles and their valuables.
The auto burglaries have occurred in North Lake Village: Building lots C,Q,R,& S. They have not involved any forced entry or damage to the vehicles. Items commonly taken include speakers, GPS’s, and radar detectors.
The last three auto burglaries were between Monday evening and Tuesday afternoon.

· Do not leave valuables in plain sight in your vehicle  
· Set your vehicle alarm if it has one
