a. President – Ruth Rodrigues 
i. Report – The Annual SAC Lunch with the President will be June 24th from 12-

130 in SUB 214.  Handbook for SAC members, committee chairs and officers.

i. Report – Report of the Council Chair: Ron Toll stated that he had appointed a 

work group led by Kathy Miller and comprising representatives across the 
University including WGCU’s Rick Johnson.  They have been working with some 
outside contacts concerning the potential development of a major stimulus 
initiative involving the use of FGCU’s Library and IT Infrastructure in a 
community partnership.  The group is determining the possible cost/benefits of 
such a proposal and will be making recommendations probably by the end of 
May.

i. Report – It was noted that with the cuts and additional revenues projected for 
next year the University should be in fairly good shape.  Since much of the 
budget balancing was dependent upon non-recurring stimulus dollars that at 
most will last for two years, it will be necessary for the institution to conduct a 
review of its programs/services and organizational structure.  Also discussed 
the cuts to our PECO Money that will slow down (but not derail) the 
development of the Health Professions Building and additional campus 
infrastructure. 

g. UPBC Safety & Facilities Committee – Represented by Ruth Rodrigues 
i. Report – Chief Moore made a presentation on safety to the committee. 

Discussed who should be responsible for signage and what procedures should 
exist.  A report with proposals will be brought forward. 

h. UPBC Strategic Planning & Institutional Effectiveness Committee – Represented 
by Susan Baurer 

i. Report – The committee will next meet on May 15 and has just about completed 
its review of a proposed strategic planning process that will then be shared with 
the PBC.  The strategic planning process is waiting for a timeline.  They are 
development benchmarks for a strategic directives scan then they will complete 
a GAP analysis. 

i. UPBC Information Resources Committee – Represented by Chuck Bryan 
i. Report – Will next meet on May 14. Will be re-examining cycles for replacement 

plan, priority will be based on time and need. The committee will address the 
PBC’s request that it prioritize items eligible for tech funding.  The IRC would 
look at the issue of imaging technology and its potential strategic use across 
campus.

a. Athletic Director Search Committee – Member Eric Balmer 
i. Report – Between April 14th and April 24th, the Search Advisory Committee 

conducted six (6) on-campus interviews with each of the following candidates: 
John Perry, Robert Heller, Michael Moore, Blake James, Ken Kavanagh, and Dr. 
JoAnn Nester.  Each of these candidates was on-campus for approximately one 
and a half (1 ½) days and met with various campus departments and 
constituencies including: Advancement, FGCU Athletic Coaches and Staff, FGCU 
Student Athletes, the Athletic Director Search Advisory Committee, an All 
Campus Open Forum, Academic Affairs, Alico Arena Management, Campus 
Recreation, the President’s Direct Reports and President Bradshaw.  At the 
conclusion of these interviews, the Search Advisory Committee met on April 28th 
to discuss each candidate in detail. At the conclusion of this review, each Search 
Advisory Committee member votes for three (3) candidates.  It was agreed that 
the four (4) candidates that received the most votes would be forwarded to 
President Bradshaw.  The names of the four (4) finalists were given to President 
Bradshaw unranked, as per his original request, at the conclusion of our meeting 
on April 28th.  The finalists were: Michael Moore, Blake James, Ken Kavanagh and 
Dr. JoAnn Nester.  Throughout the next two (2) weeks, President Bradshaw 
continued his review of each of the four (4) finalists and contracted additional 
references of each of the finalists.  On Thursday, May 7th, it was announced that 
President Bradshaw had offered the Athletic Director position to Ken Kavanagh.  
At that same time, it was also announced that Ken accepted this offer and agreed 
to begin working as Athletic Director on June 15th.  I think that this just about
