Family Resource Center Board of Directors - Represented by Kathleen Crawford
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e Report-- Other than the infant room, there is no waiting list for enrollment at the
FGCU Family Resource Center. As infant care is the area of highest need, and acts as a
feeder for enrollment in the rest of the classes, the FRC is working to increase the
numbers of infants that they care for. In order to do this they must rearrange the
designated spaces for classes, so that infant care may be moved to a larger room,
however this is contingent on adding running water to one of the classrooms. Quotes
for this work is currently in the works
. The Family Resource Center has submitted an application to become an eco-
healthy school. They are in the process of replacing the commercial cleaning products
with homemade cleaners.

. There are now 5 scholarships for student families and 5 scholarships for
employee families. Each scholarship is $1000.00 for the academic year and pays out
$500.00 per semester. The student scholarships are funded with A&S fees and
donations. The employee scholarships are funded entirely through fundraising efforts,
such as the employee giving campaign.

. FRC will pilot a 10 month year enrollment in 2009. This is in addition to the
already existing 12 month year-round enrollment. Parents that commit to a 10 month
program by the deadline may have thei
discounted rate, rather than having to pay full price to hold the spot or dropping out of
the program over the summer in hopes that there is an opening to re-enroll for the fall.
. The Family Resource Center will also introduce a pilot summer program for six

and seven year ol ds. The director’s
The all day (8:30-5:30) summer camp will enroll up to 8 children and the tuition will be
