Outdoor Play Inspector through the National Program for Playground Safety.

 Report - A discussion about meal plans took place. Particularly related to staff, some 

questions about what would be good options for staff to take advantage of meal plans. 

Incorporating the $5 idea into the plan was brought up as well as calling it something

staying consistent in number took place. Hours of operation changes/recommendations 

for spring were also discussed. There were some complaints brought up about meal 

portions at SoVi in regard to having to wait in line. Question about having the shuttle 

make more stops around the loop on the way to SoVi (particularly the Library) also 

surfaced. There is a new Aramark website designed for user convenience. The menus for 

the week will be there for download. There have been mixed reviews on new catering 

system, Catertrax.  It works well for the users who know what they want, but for groups 

that handle many events, such as the Foundation, CatŜǊǘǊŀȄ ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ ƳŜŜǘ ǘƘŜƛǊ ƴŜŜŘǎΦ  

Ron advised the catering director now calls all who request catering thru Catertrax to 

review their order.  For custom orders, a proposal process is in place, Catering will meet 

with them to design their menu and will input in Catertrax for them.  It was suggested 

for Catertrax training to be provided each semester. Cage free eggs and free trade 

coffee was introduced last year.  This year, tray less dining was implemented, resulting 

in cost savings, mostly from food waste.  Ron wants to go a full year with tray less dining 

before we advertise how much we save, Ruth encouraged doing this before end of year.  

Also discussed reusable cups and implementing a refill program with approved cup.  

Center for Environmental and Sustainability Education is printing a campus food guide 

on how people can eat more humanely and sustainably. Aramark has a sustainable
