f. University Planning & Budget Council – Lisa Banks and Kathleen Crawford 
i. Report – Report of the Council Chair:  The budget committee reviewed the 

recommendations about the student technology fee that was compiled by IRC.  It 
is projected that this fee will generate 1.2 million dollars.  Current obligations 
contained in the obligations total $1,125,464 which is nearly the full amount.  
The enrollment and retention committee will be receiving a report on the 



 

allocation of Foundation Scholarships and a retention sub-committee is 
reviewing historic retention data and strategies.  Students that transfer out of 
the University are being tracked to see where they are going. 

g. UPBC Budget Committee – Represented by Loren Prive 
i. Report – David Vazquez presented to the committee a copy of the summary 

budget that was approved by the Board of Trustees at their June 2009 meeting, 
as well as the University’s fund balance as of June 30, 2009. It was noted that 
FGCU is (by BOT approval) currently below the statutory 5% reserve 
requirement by around $1 million; we hope to restore the reserve to its 5% 
balance during 2009-10. The summary budget shows projected revenues of 
approximately $144.6 million, and projected expenditures of around $141.7 
million. The revenue includes $3.5 million in federal stabilization funds. 

 

 Next, Chuck Lindsey circulated the recommendations for the student 

technology fee that were compiled by the IRC. The budget office projects that 

approximately $1.2 million will be generated by the fee during 2009-2010. The 

current obligations contained in the recommendations total $1,125,464, which 

is nearly the full amount we expect to collect. It was noted that the Microsoft 

campus license for students is being paid by student government this year, 

which reduces the existing obligations for the current year by $150,000. The 

budget committee by consensus chose to recommend to the PBC that the 

current obligations in all three priorities be funded, and any leftover funds be 

held in reserve for any unanticipated needs that occur during the year. We also 

recommend that technology fee funds should generally be committed to 

expenses that are related to headcount enrollment, so that the funding for those 

obligations will automatically increase with enrollment. 

 

 Finally, the committee discussed meeting times for fall semester.  It was agreed 

to meet once a month, generally during the last Thursday of the month (except 

November) at 11:00 am. We ultimately agreed on the following meeting dates: 

September 24, October 29, and December 3. All three meetings will begin at 

11:00 am. 

h. UPBC Safety & Facilities Committee – Represented by Ruth Rodrigues 
i. Report – The next Safety and Facilities Committee meeting is September 28, 

2009 at 2 PM.  This will be the first meeting of the new academic year.  
Committee members were invited to sit in on the vendor presentations for 
Campus Master Plan consultant.  A consultant will be hired to update the 
existing Master Plan to plan for extensive growth and enrollment increased over 
the next ten years.  Consultant presentations centered on the following items: 
How the consultant will seek out participation of the campus community 
including students, staff, faculty and other community groups, their approach 
and methods for planning, designing and administering the project, how their 
team will be formed to complete the project, and the project timeline. 

1. The committee is looking for ideas of things that are needed on campus; 
smoking area signs, post office boxes, student mail boxes were 
discussed.
